Preparing for Middle School Math ($ 190) -- Bryant (7 grade)

Are you ready for Middle School? What about a new year of Math? This course will give you a head start toward
understanding what your middle school math teachers will expect from you in the coming school year. We will discuss the
requirements for materials, note taking, homework, projects, etc. while reviewing key concepts from 6 grade math. Some
introduction of 7% grade math concepts will occur as well.

Preparation for Transitional Algebra ($ 190) -- Chabot (8™ grade)

This class will review the key concepts from Pre-Algebra that are necessary for success in & grade Intro to Algebra,
including fractions, decimals, and percents. This course will address the needs of students who struggled in 7% grade math
orwho would like to improve their math skills and confidence before 8™ grade.

Beginning Guitar Workshop ($ 190) -- Scott (7% & &™grade)

This class is designed for students who would like to learn the basics of playing the guitar. Students will learn to tune the
guitar and play basic guitar melodies and chords.

Fun with Physical Education ($ 190) -- Caldwell (7* & &"grade)

Enjoy a daily dose of pure sports and fun with your friends. We will play sports such as pickleball (paddle tennis), basketball,
bocce ball, horseshoes, ultimate Frisbee, flag football, ping pong and much more. This class is a great way to stay active this
summer while building social skills, sportsmanship, and new friendships.

Drama Workshop ($ 190) -- Staff (7" & &% grade)

Drama is designed for students who wish to explore their creativity and build confidence through fun drama activities.
Students will receive instruction and performance practice in improvisation, pantomime, characterization, humorous skit
writing, costuming, and make-up.

j Hablamos Espariol | ($ 190) -- Miranda (7% & 8™ grade)
This is an introductory course to the Spanish language, designed to be a FUN experience for children interested in learning

basic conversational Spanish. The class will focus on the important language skills of listening, speaking, reading and writing.
Time will also be spent learning about and celebrating traditions of various Spanish-speaking cultures. This class will help
prepare participants for high school level | Spanish.



Moving Into the Middle-8:15AM-12:30PM ($ 380) -- Antonopoulos/ Millers/ Peck/ Ralston (7™ grade)

“Moving into the Middle” is a four-period program that will provide incoming seventh grade students with the opportunity to
meet friends and become acquainted with Sierra Vista life. As veteran staff members with years of experience among them,
Mr. Antonopoulos, Mr. Millers, Miss Peck, and Mrs. Ralston will provide them with a supportive, structured, and engaging
introduction to our school. Although summer school is not located on our campus this year, students will still be able to gain
an understanding of its layout. Students will spend one hour with each teacher each day, helping to acclimate them to the
rotations of the middle school schedule. Students will also participate in outdoor activities designed to engage them in a
positive social environment while promoting teambuilding and allowing them to explore the campus before the first day of
school. This is THE chance for students to mix fun with academics and gain a head start on experiencing what middle school
is all about. The courses include:

e Bridging the Gap with Miss Peck: The transition into middle school can be challenging. This class is designed to help
ease that transition. Students will have the opportunity to become familiar with the campus and its resources as
well as prepare for and understand the expectations ahead of them. We will focus on organization, study skills,
stress management, social adaptation and self-esteem. Students will learn the skills essential to
becoming successful middle school students at Sierra Vista.

e Language Arts Skills with Mrs. Ralston: From reading to creative writing, this will be a fun, yet skill-building class for
incoming students. The teacher will use a variety of strategies and activities to keep the class lively and upbeat,
while teaching applicable skills for the English classroom.

e Speech and Debate with Mr. Millers: This is a fun-filled class designed to improve students' oral and presentation
skills. Students will deliver speeches, debate current topics, create an original disc jockey show and perform
television commercials. Students will gain a sense of comfort speaking in front of their peers in a non-threatening
environment.
