WHY SUPPORT BOTH PTA & IPSF?

Significant budget cuts in
Irvine are inevitable,

but parents can help. At the
Budget Community Forum
on Tues. Jan. 26, the Irvine
Public Schools Foundation
(IPSF) announced that they
are starting an immediate 5
week campaign to raise as
much money as they can by
March 1st. The money
raised will focus on support-
ing larger classes with in-
structional aide time
(something PTAs can't pay
for). The school board votes
on the budget cuts on March
2, so dollars raised between
now and then can help miti-

gate the cuts. If you don't
already know, PTAs cannot
hire staff; that can only be
done by the district, and
IPSF funds can be used for
that purpose. Once hired,
PTAs may be able to supple-
ment positions, as several
schools do now with roles
such as health clerk, instruc-
tional assistants, library/
media and lower
grade music. But PTA units
can only do that if the staff is
there in the first place and
supporting IPSF's campaign
is the way to do that.

The work of IPSF has

never been so critical as it is
at this moment in our his-
tory. While $22 million may
be an unattainable goal, IPSF
is working tirelessly to raise
money for our schools, and
we are urging all who sup-
port education in Irvine to
learn more about the foun-
dation and to make a dona-
tion. IPSF has a new website
( ), anew CEO
in Neda Zaengle, and a num-
ber of fresh strategies, yet
its core mission remains the
same - to preserve the qual-
ity of our schools through
fundraising and the facilita-
tion of dynamic programs.

PTA & IPSF Pay for Different Things

PTA = Great Stuff for Your School

IPSF= Great Staff for Every School

PTA funds site-specific needs, such as

IPSF’s annual grant to IUSD pays for staff ex-

equipment and supplies. For example,
classroom and art materials, library books,
computers and technology purchases,
school equipment, enrichment programs
and limited staff support.(Woodbury PTA
funds a few partial salaries. The maximum
is 0.6 full time equivalent salaries.)

penses such as teacher salaries. For exam-
ple, teachers, aides and specialists who
conduct music, art, science, and high
school PE, and health clerks and nurses,
have all been funded at times through IPSF
funding

PTA Programs = School Site Specific

IPSF Programs = District Wide

Most PTA programs are focused at the
school site. Examples include assemblies,
playground activities, parent education,
family nights, jog-a-thons, and book fairs.

IPSF programs take place at schools
throughout the district, insuring equal ac-
cess for all students. Examples include Af-
terschool Classroom Enrichment Program,
Middle School Zero Period PE, Counseling
Support, Great Body Shop Health Curricu-
lum (K-6).
