Reading
· Reads aloud with a fluency level of at least 95 words per minute with appropriate expression on grade level text
· Identifies characters, problems, solutions, and settings in literature
· Verbally summarizes a story they have read

Written Language
· Forms manuscript letters correctly and at an appropriate size
· Spaces words consistently apart, including a double space at the end of each sentence.
· Writes clear and coherent sentences that develop a central idea – students should be able to identify the main idea sentences and its supporting details
· Uses correct punctuation at the end of a sentence; uses commas in a series, in dates, and in greetings and salutations in letters
· Uses capital letters on all proper nouns, at the beginnings of sentences, in titles, and when using initials and abbreviations
· Writes a friendly letter with all its appropriate parts
· Identifies and correctly uses nouns, verbs, and adjectives
· Recognizes a subject and predicate in simple sentences
Listening
· Listens attentively for 20 – 30 minutes
· Gives and follows three and four-step oral directions
· Prepares and delivers brief oral presentations logically sequenced; delivers presentation with appropriate volume, eye contact, and expression
Math
· Knows fluently the basic number facts of all combinations from 1 – 20 in addition and subtraction (examples: 3 + 5 = 8, 7 + 8 = 15, 20 – 8 = 12)
· Adds and subtracts numbers of up to three digits with and without grouping
· Counts, reads, and writes whole numbers up to 1,000
· Names the place values and compares numbers up to the thousands place
· Solves simple, one-step word problems
· Identifies simple fractions
· Measures to the inch and half-inch on a ruler
· Tells time to five-minute intervals on both a digital and analog clock
· Identifies the denominations of common currency and counts currency accurately
· Writes money amounts using both a cents sign and a decimal point
· Understand the theory of multiplication; recites times tables for the 2s, 5s, and 10s
· Reads simple graphs and charts
