Test Success:

· Set aside time each night to study ex: 20 minutes

· Setting a kitchen timer can be motivating for students

· Begin by studying with child, so they understand “how” to study

· Utilize several types of studying strategies to commit vocabulary/basic concepts to memory:

· Flashcards

· Memory (using flashcards)

· Parent ‘quiz’

· Jeopardy

· Paper Walk

· Words/concepts in left-hand margin of lined paper, definitions/significance to the right of pink line

· Cover up right-hand side, and ‘cruise’ down paper, recalling information as you go

· Reread chapter[s]/lesson

· Write about each lesson/section after reading is complete

· Discuss each section together to extract main idea when finished reading
· Draw a quick sketch about each lesson and write a summary.
· Review and discuss class work 

· Ex: discussion questions, workbook pages, test review packets
