	- recommends proposed SPSA plan to local governing board for approval, monitors implementation,
 	   and evaluates its results; annually must review and revise the plan
lll. 	Single Plan for Student Achievement 10-11
	- (SPSA) self reflection process; originally created in spring of 2010; revised fall 2010;	
 	- old procedure to examine CST/STAR test scores; not useful for evaluation because too many
 	  extraneous factors/influences to be a good assessment or evaluation measure
 	- SPSA plans use mainly state and district wide benchmarks
 	- better for teachers to use current assessments and meet in professional learning communities (PLC)
 	- new SPSA plans focus on teacher driven assessments- more current and address students’ needs
 	- subjects:  English Language Arts (ELA), Math, Science, Social Studies
 	- different grade levels assess with different tools (based on students’ academic needs)
 	- main differences usually distinguished in primary v. upper grades  
 	- School culture:  PBIS (Positive Behavior Intervention System) – at Westpark, it’s AIR program
 	- students taught behavior expectations & then empowered; confidence is built- know how to act
 	- this year teachers will receive workshops and training in bullying
 	- next year adding art goal (art funding/specialists will probably be cut); teachers getting trained now 
IV. 	PLC (Professional Learning Communities)
 	- weekly by grade levels; articulation meeting at the end of the year- grade above and grade below
 	- writing will be the main focus for the first whole day PLC- teachers will develop grade level
 	  benchmarks, assessments, & discuss data
 	- math in upper grades- number sense, fact fluency, measurement/geometry, math vocabulary
V.	Other
 	- Title I: Federal Funded program- identified by income/poverty levels & lowest quartile  achievement
 	- Title I helps struggling students; funds instructional assistants (IAs) and purchase resources
 	- suggestion to emphasize importance of application to parents if financial need exists
