Discussed SPSA(Single Plan Student Achievement). Mrs. Dane went over the Year End assessment program that Bonita has in place. The teachers look at the goals from the beginning and they look on how they can achieve their goals.

A. Dr. Beacham reported we were spending it as it was allocated and it is to support the entire student body at Bonita. The budget was approved by Mr. Dodge, Patty Gray seconded, and none opposed.

B.  Dr. Beacham noted that the SLIP budget has been subject to drastic cuts and that it no longer needs to be put to an approval vote by the SSC. Out PTA is filling the gaps in the budget and the District and Grants are assisting as well.
V. Old Business – Mr. Dodge noted that the new 6th grade math adoption is a different publisher which covers 6-8th grade considerations. The adoption is geared toward preparing the students for algebra and middle school math challenges.

A.  SPSA and Assessment Results:
1. Mrs. Dane went over the 2009 Assessment Results binder. She went over the mandates and requirements of  the State law and the California education code. The teachers write descriptions of their program and rate student progress. BC is in compliance with the State standards.
