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Heartsaver CPR is a three-hour certification course covering Adult, Child and Infant CPR and choking. There are skills practice but no written test. The certification card is good for two years. New protocols were introduced in 2005 that simplify the technique and make it more effective.

Cost is $20 per person which includes instruction and materials.  Many           
  employers will pay this fee if you become CPR certified.  






The more you and your neighbors are prepared, the safer your families will be.
