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A Note from the Principal’s Desk

I am pleased to announce that College Park Elementary School once again

has been selected by California Business for Education Excellence (CBEE)
and Just for the Kids-California (JFTK-CA) as one of the public schools in
California to receive the title of 2009 Honor Roll school.

Schools receiving this distinction from California’s business community
have demonstrated consistent high student academic achievement and have
made significant progress toward closing achievement gaps among all their
students. The CBEE/JFTK-CA Honor Roll is made up of two different
awards, the Star Schools Award (395 schools) and Scholar Schools Award
(909 schools). CBEE Star Schools are those with significant populations of
socio-economically disadvantaged students that have shown a significant
increase in grade-level proficiency over four years for all subgroups. CBEE
Scholar Schools are schools that are showing significant levels of academic
achievement, but do not have a significant socio-economically disadvantaged
student population.

No other school recognition program in California uses hard data, individual
school and student subgroup performance data based on the California
Standards Tests and the California High School Exit Exam, to evaluate
school academic performance. It is only by looking at this hard data, student
test scores, and evaluating students and schools based on grade-level
proficiency of the California standards, that educators, parents and the public
can thoroughly understand what is happening in our schools and ensure that
schools are on track to get all kids to grade level proficiency.

I am thrilled we’ve been selected as an Honor Roll school and recognized by
California’s business community. Our teachers and staff are committed and
have worked tirelessly to ensure the focus is on individual student academic
achievement and reaching grade-level proficiency. We hold all our students,
no matter what their background, to the same high standards because we
believe they can all reach grade-level proficiency.

Traffic Safety Reminder

Around any elementary school, there are a few
challenges present. Of greatest concern is the
automobile traffic around the school and the danger
that presents to our students. Our concern is
elevated and the danger increases when the weather

Visibility is reduced, students are rushing
to get out of the rain, and the roads are slick.

e Our parking lot is closed to parents and
visitors between the hours of 7:30 A.M. to
8:30 A.M. and 1:00 P.M. to 2:30 P.M. each
school day.

e Students are not allowed to cross the
parking lot, even with a parent, at any time
without using one of the crosswalks located
at the entrance and exit of the parking lot.

e Drop off and pick up students in the
designated areas on Fir Ave and Chaparral
Ave.

e When dropping off your children, please
pull as far ahead as possible next to the curb
in the loading zone before letting your child
out of your car.




Pull next to the curb to unload or pick up
your child. Do not unload or pick up
children in the street away from the curb.
Not only is it illegal, but incredibly
dangerous.

Bicyclists and pedestrians must use
crosswalks and utilize the assistance of a
crossing guard or staff member when
provided.

Do not leave your car unattended in the
loading and unloading zones.

When parking in the neighborhood, please
obey all traffic laws and be considerate to
our neighbors.
