Response to Instruction  (RTI) 

 The staff at Culverdale has 

been working hard over the last few 

months to restructure the reading 

program to better meet the needs of 

each learner in our school. We are 

excited to announce the kickoff of 

this new format for reading instruc-

tion called Response to Instruction or 

RTI.  Culverdale is one of the first 

five schools in Irvine to transition to 

this research based method of in-

struction.     

 Beginning January 28th, 

students will be placed in a RTI class 

for one hour of reading instruction 

daily.  As student levels change 

throughout the year, teachers will 

make the necessary RTI class changes 

in order for students to reach their full 

academic potential.
