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Dear Culverdale Families,     

 Happy Spring! With Southern California’s beautiful 

spring days in full bloom, it’s a great time to play outside.  At Cul-

verdale we love to see our students playing on the playground for a 

few minutes before and after school each day.  It’s a smart, heart 

healthy choice.  For the safety of our students, I would like to remind families of Culverdale 

about our before and after school supervision policies, and ask for your help in keeping our 

campus safe at all times. 

  The Irvine Unified School District policy states that students are allowed on cam-

pus 15 minutes prior to the start of school and 10 minutes after school.  At Culverdale, that 

means students may come to school at 7:50am and must leave the campus within ten min-

utes of getting out of school.  Before school, our playground is supervised for fifteen min-

utes by one teacher and one instructional assistant.  There is no playground supervision 

after school.  Please note that most of the after school daycare services do not provide su-

pervision from the classroom to the shuttle van.  Parents should work out a plan with the 

daycare for the student after school. Students are expected to follow the school rules at all 

times (before and after school) and parents are expected to supervise their children after 

school.  Thank you so much for your help in keeping Culverdale a safe, friendly place to be!
