We will soon begin our 7 week long research project about a county in California. Each child has chosen a county in California to research. They have written to their county and have received much information. We will also be trying to obtain additional information on the internet.


You may help your child by giving them an area to keep all of their papers, so they won't lose anything.  Finding additional resources with them can also be a great help. The Automobile Association of America (AAA) can be a good resource for maps and tour books. I have some tour books at school for the students to use, but they cannot be taken home.


In order to keep the students from getting behind, they will need to turn in at least 10 points of work each Friday, beginning March 27th.  I will check off the completion of the work each Friday but I will not collect or correct the work until the report is turned in on May 15th. We will be having a County Fair at Open House, on May 21st. Each child will bring their food item that is grown in, or is made in their county to share with us at Open House.  In the past, students have brought small samples of sliced fruits, vegetables, nuts chunks of cheese, or sourdough bread.
