Outdoor Education

Fund Raising Opportunities

Dear Students and Parents:

Outdoor education is a unique opportunity for learning; however, the tuition is expensive.  There are less expensive outdoor education programs, but the program at the Catalina Island Marine Institute offers by far the best learning experience available.  Rather than offer fund raising opportunities that involve students selling a product, we’ve attached a sheet explaining four different fund raising options students have to raise money for their outdoor education tuition.  The prospectus outlines the rationale for outdoor education at the Catalina Island Marine Institute and explains that the tuition for this program is a student’s cause.

Outdoor education is more meaningful to students if they have to earn at least part of their tuition.   The way this fund raising program works is for a student to approach someone who is well known to him/her like a family friend, a relative, a neighbor and explain outdoor education to this person using the prospectus.  The student should then point out the Cash for my Cause, Coins for my Cause, Chores for my Cause, and/or Cans for my Cause sponsorship choices and ask this person to agree to one or more of these options.  Individual students are responsible for keeping their own records as well as money collecting which should be given to the student’s parent prior to the next outdoor education installment.  Aluminum can collection procedures will be explained in the student’s individual home room.  Checks can be made payable to Eastshore School and turned in at the next installment.
Outdoor Education, as well as these fund raising opportunities, are optional activities.  Students should not approach strangers when soliciting sponsorship, and parents should directly supervise students when soliciting someone they know.  Additional outdoor education prospectuses are available from the homeroom teacher.
