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IF IT IS RAINING ON MONDAY…


We’re still going to Catalina, and we want our students prepared.  If Monday morning is rainy, it will be difficult to find shelter while we check in for the Catalina Flyer.  Students should find any available door way or covered area to stand under in order to remain dry.  Covered areas will be at a premium.  Rather than students proceeding to check in stations, we will go to them.  Once we are called to board the Flyer, students will have to queue in the rain.  Students also need to be sure luggage is as waterproof as possible.  We recommend the following suggestions to help students prepare for wet weather:

· Use gallon zip lock bags for clothing.  One for socks, one for underwear, another for shirts, etc.  Not only does this keep clothing dry, but also it helps students stay organized.

· Pack extra garbage can liners.  Students can cut a hole for his/her head and turn a garbage can liner into a poncho.

· Bring small collapsible umbrellas.

· Pack a raincoat or poncho if the student owns one.

· Be sure the bedding is packed in a waterproof bag or double-bagged in a garbage can liner.  Do the same for the bag containing clothing.

We’ve had a dry winter, and we hope the forecasted rain never materializes.  The Catalina Island Marine Institute is prepared for wet weather and the program will operate as usual.

In the event it is not raining Monday, then students will assemble at the tables just opposite the carousel at the Balboa Fun Zone.  Remember to park in metered parking places or your car may be towed.
