Certain materials brought from home would be helpful to make working easier and more efficient.  A 3-ring notebook that is organized by subject area, # 2 pencils, and paper would be a good start for the year.  Any markers, scissors, rulers, or other supplies may be left in the backpack to be used when needed.  Water bottles are also only permitted in the backpack.
