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As part of Eastshore’s Technology Program, students in grades 1-6 will be in the computer lab at least once a week using an assortment of programs such as: Type to Learn 3, Orchard Math and Language Arts, Power Point, Excel and Word.  Additionally, they will be using World Book Online and a variety of search engines for research. Each student will have access to classroom computers to work on assignments and to search our library catalog database for books.  We expect each student to treat the computers with respect.  Students are not to alter the configuration of the monitor or computer system in any way. Students altering or damaging a computer may lose access to the Eastshore network. 

All Eastshore staff have access to student files saved on the computer.  Students will be instructed to use their user ID and Password, each time they log onto an Eastshore computer.  In the lab, each student will be assigned a computer that they will work on the entire year.  It is the student’s responsibility to always leave any computer throughout the school the way they found it. 
Eastshore takes student safety seriously, and this includes cyber bullying.  Students using the computer and internet to harass or intimidate another student will face severe consequences.  Students will lose computer privileges and can be suspended.  Social networking sites, blogs and email are not allowed at school.  If a student is found to have used one of the above mentioned or similar areas they will be subject to school and district discipline.
