

DOCUMENTATION

California immunization laws and Irvine Unified School District Policy 5141.31 require that upon school entry all pupils must show written proof of immunizations.  A personal immunization record completed by a physician or clinic or a previous school record serves as documented proof and must include: 

· Child’s name 

· Child’s birthdate

· Type and date of each dose of vaccine (month and year as minimum)

· Name of physician or clinic who administered the vaccine 
Immunization records are reviewed by school staff to verify compliance.  Resources are provided to assist families in obtaining needed immunizations.  In rare instances, exemptions can be elected. 

IMMUNIZATIONS

POLIO:




4 doses required; 3 is OK if one was given on or after 







4th birthday  
DTP/DTaP:




5 doses required; 4 is OK if one was given on or after 







4th birthday  
MMR (Measles, Mumps, Rubella):

2 doses required both on or after 1st birthday
· Measles Disease must be verified in writing by doctor.

· Rubella & Mumps Disease must be laboratory confirmed and verified in writing.
HEPATITIS B:



3 doses required at any age
VARICELLA:



1 dose required or health care provider-documented

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION

All Transitional Kindergarten students must submit a physical exam within 30 days of their first day of attendance.
TB SKIN TESTING (Mantoux PPD) – Part of the Physical Exam 
The PPD Skin Test results must be:

· Recorded in millimeters of measurements

· Signed by registered nurse or physician
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
