1. Wide rule white notebook paper, loose leaf (2 packs per child – 1 to keep, 1 to donate) 

2. 3-College ruled theme books (70 spiral sheets, for journal writing) 

3. Five 2-pocket folders in these colors: red, yellow, blue, green, purple 

4. 3 Reams of White Xerox/Copy Paper 

5. 1 container of Clorox/Lysol Anti-bacterial wipes 

6. Sharpened #2 pencils (2 packages – 1 to keep, 1 to donate) 

7. One Plastic storage box for writing instruments, etc. (not larger than 5x8 inches) 

8. 2 Red marking ball point pens 

9.  Markers (1 package) 

10. Colored Pencils (1 package)  

11. 1 Whiteboard Marker (any color) 

12. 1 Highlighting Pen 

13. 2 Boxes of Kleenex per student for the classroom 

14. 2 Glue Sticks 

15. Fine and wide point black felt tip pen 

16. One pair of approximately 7” long scissors 

17. Ruler with inches and centimeters
