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Sample Freshmen Program  See the sample schedule below.  There are two semesters each year.  

Each semester is divided into A days and B days.  Solid block classes meet on A and B days.  Alternating block 

classes meet on either A or B days.  Alternating block classes are worth 5 credits; solid block classes are worth 10 

credits.  With the exception of seniors, students must be enrolled in a minimum of 30 credits per semester.  

Course Requests – takes place at Irvine High School  

Academic course placement for core academic areas is based on 8th grade teacher recommendations as well 

as the student’s standardized test scores.  Course request appointments will take place at Irvine High School 

on May 4th and 5th.  We hope that parents are able to attend their son or daughter’s 9th grade enrollment 

appointment. However, if a parent is unable to attend, the student should  keep his or her appointment to meet 

with their High School Teacher Advisor and request classes for next years.  In selecting classes you are 

creating a contract with the school committing to your course requests.  Changes to  these requests will only 

be allowed for reasons as listed on the Course Contract which will be completed during the Course Request 

Conference at Irvine High School.  

Bell Schedule and Block System 

The Irvine High School Bell Schedule and Block System are unique.  Irvine High School has four periods per 

day and each period is 90 minutes long.  The daily bell schedule is as follows:

Irvine High School block system has two types of classes:  solid block and alternating block.  Classes that 

meet every day are considered solid block.  Students taking solid block classes earn 10 credits per semester.  

Classes that meet every other day are considered alternating block.  Students taking alternating block 

classes earn 5 credits per semester.  Example of a solid block class:  Students taking math earn 10 credits per 

semester, as students attend math every day.  Example of an alternating block class:  Students taking PE 

earn 5 credits per semester, as students attend PE every other day.

Students who are English 

Language Learners are enrolled in English Language Development and Sheltered courses based on the results 

of CELDT and Stanford Reading assessment scores in reading and writing skills.

Science  The minimum requirements for high school graduation include completion of two years of science. 

Students planning for enrollment in a four year college or university should complete a minimum of three years of 

science.  Students planning on a major of science or math are recommended to complete four or more science 

courses.   There are a variety of elective courses available to students who have completed the required science 

sequence; please consult the Program of Studies for course descriptions and prerequisites.

ANSWERS TO FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS 

I’m taking a class in summer school.   Will I need to change my fall schedule? 

Possibly.  Students who successfully complete a prerequisite course in summer school on our campus will have an opportunity to 

request a change in their fall schedule during the week of summer registration. 

Can I request a course change in my schedule? 

Students and parents are asked to make course selections carefully.  The requests you submit are considered a contract with the 

school. Changes will be made on a limited basis during the registration process in August-September.  Priority will be given to stu-

dent schedules with incorrect courses, duplicate courses, and enrollment in an incorrect number of credits.  Preference changes of 

period or teacher cannot be accommodated. 

Is there still time to sign up for summer school? 

Although many classes are full, it may not be too late to sign up, and a limited number of classes may be available.   

Do I have to participate in the summer camp program if I’m going to try out for a team sport? 

Although summer camps are not required, they are strongly recommended for students interested in either ñcutò or non-cutò team 

sports.  Students and parents are encouraged to stop by the summer camp table after your conference. 

When will I try out for my sport? 

Try-out dates vary depending on the season of the sport.  Students and parents are encouraged to stop by the summer camp table after

When will I get my schedule? 

Students must report on their assigned day at the end of August to turn in all required information and forms and to have their I.D. 

photo taken, obtain their locker assignment and pick up their schedule.  Families are strongly discouraged from planning a vacation 

during the week prior to school beginning. 

When will school begin? 

School begins on Thursday, September 8, 2011 at 8:00 a.m.  On the first day of school, students will start the morning by reporting to 

their teacher advisorôs classroom to pick up their official class schedule.   

Course Selection:   You may use the Course Request Worksheet on page 7 and the list of Elective Options on 

page 6 to plan for your conference.  Parents and students should work together to choose your courses.  During your 

conference, you will be able to ask questions then and work through any clarifying issues.  Placement in English, 

math, science, social science, and foreign language is based on middle school teachers recommendations and the stu-

dent’s standardized test scores.  During conferences, parents and students will be asked to sign a course contract stat-

ing: 

ñAfter careful consideration of courses available, signatures below indicate approval of courses on this Course Request Contract.  We 

understand that the School Master Schedule of courses is built upon these requests.  We understand that we are selecting course, not 

teachers or periods.  Changes to this contract will be limited to availability, meeting of prerequisites, and recommendations.ò 

Here are a couple of reminders when choosing courses: 

Students must enroll in a minimum of 60 credits.  Students desiring to request more than the traditional 60 credits may 

choose from the list of open classes.

Requirements for Participation 

      1.  Have a ―C‖ grade point average and earn at least 20 credits in new work during the quarter proceeding participation.   

           (Only 5 of the 20 credits may be P.E. or Athletics)  

      2.  You must have a physical examination, Emergency card, and a signed Athletic code on file at IHS. 

      3.  Be successful in the team’s tryout procedures.   

      4.  Once an athlete makes a team, we would appreciate a $250 donation to IHS Athletics to help cover the costs of equipment, facilities,  

           support staff, and transportation.

NOTICE OF IMMUNIZATIONS NEEDED FOR ENTRY INTO GRADES 7 THRU 12 

Our records indicate that your child needs a Tdap vaccine booster to meet the new California School Immunization Law 
(AB 354) requirements for entry into grades 7 through 12. Health experts have determined that adolescents need a per-
tussis (whooping cough) booster on or after their 7

th
 birthday. It has also been determined that the required number of 

doses of any vaccine is necessary for a child to be protected against disease, so we are also indicating any other vac-
cines that may need to be updated. 
 
To receive a class schedule for Middle or High School , you will need to do one of the following immediately:  
 
1.  If you or your health care provider have evidence that your child has received the bolded doses (see below), please 

bring proof of his/her immunizations to the  school immediately . Your childôs record must contain the date vac-
cine was given and a doctorôs office stamp or signature. 

2.  If your child has not  received the doses highlighted (see below), take this form, along with your childôs immunization 
record, to your physician or another health care provider to obtain the required immunization(s). A parent must be 
present in order for the child to receive vaccine(s). Once completed, bring your childôs updated immunization 
record or this completed form to the school at once.  

3.  If any immunizations were not given to your child for medical reasons, please provide the school with a letter of ex-
planation signed by the physician. 

Thank you for your prompt attention to this matter. If you have any questions or need assistance in locating a health care provider,
