Ways to Study

Remember to always pick a quiet place where you are able to focus, give yourself a reasonable amount of time to study, think positive about the upcoming quiz or test! Studying a little bit each night will help you master the key concepts and vocabulary.

· answer study guide questions
· organize your papers so you are working with everything you need
· read your notes
· read your notes aloud
· quiz yourself
· flashcards
· ask someone to quiz you
· look over the returned assignments for the unit/chapter
· look over old quizzes and try to figure out why you're making mistakes
· highlight your notes
· use a worksheet as a quiz by covering over the answers and re-doing it
· look up the parts of the assignments that you didn't understand the first time.
· outline or make a graphic version of written work (thinking maps, lists, columns, Venn diagrams, etc.)
· use hand movements or motions to help remember key concepts or vocabulary
· use a  play on words to help you memorize key concepts and vocabulary (rhymes, letter strategies –acronyms and acrostics) 
· summarize the main ideas and concepts
· tell someone else what the topic is about
· math – use the online resources (videos, quizzes, practice problems and practice tests)
· social studies reading study guide workbook
· reading practice book for spelling and grammar examples
· read the chapter and review the key concepts and vocabulary
· reread the chapter and review the key concepts and vocabulary
