Health Requirements   

All Kindergarten students 
must have a physical exami-
nation no more than 6 
months prior to entering 
Kindergarten.   

Immunizations: 

TB Skin test (Mantoux, 
aka PPD)  

4 doses of OPV/IPV (oral 
or injectable polio vac-
cine)  

5 doses of DPT/ DTaP/
DT/Td (diptheria/
pertussis/tetanus vaccine 

2 doses of MMR 
(measles/mumps/rubella 
vaccine) 

3 doses of Hepatitis B 
vaccine 

1 dose of Varicella vaccine
