WHY SUPPORT BOTH PTA & IPSF?

Significant budget cuts in

Irvine are inevitable, but parents
can help. In January, the Irvine
Public Schools Foundation (IPSF)
embarked on campaign to raise as
much money as they could by
March 16th. The money raised will
focus on supporting larger classes
with instructional aide time
(something PTAs can't pay for). The
school board votes on the budget
cuts on March 16, so the dollars
raised during January and Febru-
ary will help mitigate the cuts. If
you don't already know, PTAs can-
not hire staff; that can only be done

by the district, and IPSF funds can
be used for that purpose. Once
hired, PTAs may be able to supple-
ment positions, as several

schools do now with roles such as
health clerk, instructional
assistants, library/media and lower
grade music. But PTA units can
only do that if the staff is there in
the first place and supporting IPSF
is the way to do that.

The work of IPSF has never been so
critical as it is at this moment in our
history. While $22 million may

be an unattainable goal, IPSF

Continues to work tirelessly to
raise money for our schools, and
we are urging all who support
education in Irvine to learn more
about the foundation and to
make a donation.
