Parking:

The area in front of the
school on Paseo
Westpark that is
designated as a loading
zone is for the
immediate loading and
unloading of vehicles
only. Now, you may

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Parking Lot Policies & Procedures

All individuals MUST use the crosswalk located at the entrance to the parking lot.
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There is NO PARKING in the drepff zone. We have flexed the rule to accommodate the release
of students and waiting in your vehicle for a short period of time (a few minutes) is allowed.
However, if there is room in front of your car, pull all the way forward to dropoff/pick up your
child. This will help alleviate the congestion in the drogoff zone.

If you park in the parking lot, you must get out and meet your child on school grounds and not
wave them across the crosswalk.

There isno drop-off in the parking lot area. Use the designated drepff zones.

When exiting the school, you may only cross in the blue cross walk area. The large potted plants
are there as a safety barrier.

Leaving the school you MUST turn RIGHT ONLY during the times that are marked.

You may NOT park in the cubut area. At no time can you leave your car unattended. You

may not double park in the cutout area and we will not allow students to cross between two
parked cars.

Staff members are there for the safety of your children and to enforce these regulations. Please
provide them the respect and courtesy they deserve.

The above infractions are subject to fines ranging from $20 - $200 depending on the violation.

Health Guidelines for School Attendance

In order to provide a healthy school environment for all children and staff, the following guidelines have been pre-
pared to assist you in decisions relating to your child's health and school attendance. If your child is not feeling well
and you are uncertain about sending him/her to school on any given dayi, it is best to keep your child home and ob-
serve him/her for worsening symptoms. If a child is too ill to attend school in the morning, it is recommended that
he/she stay home all day.

When you make the decision to keep your child home, please notify the school secretary or attendance line  that
your child will be absent and state the nature of your child's iliness.

Colds Student needs to remain home if he/she has an excessive runny nose, ecessive
coughing, temperature at or above 100°F, or is too uncomfortable to fungtion
at school.

Chicken Pox Student may return to school after all blisters are dried and crusted over. |Notify

school nurse if your child has chickenpox.

Diarrhea If a student has diarrhea 2 times in a day, he/she needs to remain at honje unti
diarrhea subsides ama other signs of illness exist

Ear Infections Student needs to be evaluated by a physician if he/she complains of ear pain.
Early treatment can ward off possible permanent damage to the ear which
could result in hearing loss.

Eye Infections Redness, drainage, or watering of the eyes requires assessment to deterjmine
the cause of the conjunctivitis (pink eye) or possible eye injury. Eyes neef to
be clear, or student needs to be treated with prescription medicatainidast
24 hourshefore returning to school.

Fractures and Surgeries Parents need to contact the nurse when a child has a serious injury or surgery.
Modifications to physical activity and mode of travel throughout the schod
campus need to be evaluated. Please provide written information from yqur
physician as to your child's level of activity at school. State limitations andgl
special needs.

School Injuries The nurse will assess the injury, administer first aid, and notify parents a$ soon
as possible by phone and/or note as to the type and status of injury.

Head Lice Student needs to stay home from school and be treated with shampoo ol rinse
as recommended by your doctor or pharmacy. Children may return to school
when the hair isit free. Notify the school nurse if your child has head lice.

Rashes Student is to remain at home with any undiagnosed skin rash and may rgturn
when the rash has cleared, or witgth a
ing him/her to return to school.

Strep Throat Student needs to be treated with antibiotics#i®hoursbefore returning to
school if there is a positive throat culture.

Fever The student needs to be fexfeze (less than 100°F) fat least 24 hours.

Vomiting Student is to remain at home if he/she has vomited witigirpast 24 hours.
Should a student experience vomiting during school hours, the student wjll be
sent home. The student needs to remain homat feast 24 hoursafter vom-
iting subsides.
