      At the beginning of each 

school year, state and fed-

eral laws require all Califor-

nia school districts to admin-

ister a language assessment 

to students who have a back-

ground in a language other 

than English and are cur-

rently identified as English 

learners. The purpose of the 

California English Language 

Development Test, or 

CELDT, is to assess and 

monitor the development of 

the studentsõ English profi-

ciency in the skill areas of 

Listening, Speaking, Read-

ing, and Writing.  

     The CELDT is only one 

measure that teachers and 

school administrators use to 

make decisions about the 

classification of English 

Learners. To be  reclassified 

to Fluent English Proficient 

(FEP), students must meet 

the minimum requirements 

determined by the State of 

California and the criteria 

established by the district.  

     We are administering the 

CELDT at Woodbury during 

the month of August.  If you 

have any questions concern-

ing the Annual assessment, 

please contact the EL Coor-

dinator, Mrs. Ehlert, or Mrs.

KEEPING EVERYONE HEALTHY! 

 

A healthy school environ-

ment is essential for student 

learning. Preventing the 

spread of infectious disease 

is one of the ways the school 

district seeks to provide a 

healthy learning environ-

ment. IUSD Health Services 

Department prepared the 

following guidelines to assist 

you in decisions relating to 

your childõs health and 

school attendance.  

 

A child who has a tempera-

ture or 100  F or higher, has 

an undiagnosed rash  or ex-

periences nausea and vom-

iting  is excluded from 

school. Any child suspected 

of having an infectious dis-

ease/condition is also ex-

cluded and may not return 

to school until he/she has 

been symptom free for
